These create natural bridges to
meet people and begin gospel
conversations.

8.  PRACTICAL PROJECTS



Evangelism doesn't end at
the first conversation. Build
intentional follow-up systems
like regular visits, discipleship
groups, or new believer
classes to nurture spiritual
growth.

9. PERSISTENT PURSUIT



Evaluate regularly. Celebrate
victories, gather feedback,
and make necessary
adjustments. Track salvations,
follow-up success, and
volunteer engagement to
stay fruitful and focused.
Keep the momentum going
by refining what works and
removing what doesn't.
